Mary Crescent 
Gathering Site
The Mary Crescent Gathering Site is now 

nearing completion. The Gathering Site is 

a project that is envisaged to be a space 

of social and cultural signifi cance and a 

place where Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal 

people can come together to tell stories and 

develop shared understanding.

The project acknowledges the signifi cance of the location 

to the local Wudjuk people of the Noongar Nation in their 

spiritual dreamtime, with Mary Crescent Reserve registered 

as a site of cultural heritage signifi cance.

This project has been possible with funding from the 

Federal Government’s Regional and Local Community 

Infrastructure Program and represents the fi rst step in 

the Mary Crescent Master Plan that has previously been 

adopted by Council.

The major parts of the project have been completed, with 

the construction of the limestone walls and installation and 

planting of the garden beds representing the six seasons in 

the Noongar calendar.

A tile project to complete the site is being conducted with 

the Primary Schools within the Town of Bassendean.

A formal ceremony to celebrate the gathering site is 

being organised in consultation with the local community 

and representatives from the Federal Government.



Trunk art wrap

THIS WAS the second year of the spectacular community 

art project ‘Trunk Art’. Coordinated by two local artists, Carol 

Seidel and Joyce Tasma, the Trunk Art Wrap Exhibition is tree 

trunk wrap installations made from recycled domestic and 

industrial materials. This year 32 trees along Old Perth Road 

and West Road were wrapped by all the local schools, artists, 

individuals, families and community groups. A launch was 

held on Sunday 25 March, where the winners were announced.

Recycling paper 
and cardboard 
Did you know?
■ Every one tonne of paper and cardboard 

recycled saves 13 trees, 2.5 barrels of oil, 

4100 kWh of electricity, 4 cubic metres of 

landfi ll space, and 31,780 litres of water.

■ Or how about every tree makes about 3077 

pieces of A4-sized paper?

The recycling process

When you place paper and cardboard into your 

yellow-top bin the recycling truck collects the 

material and takes it to a Materials Recovery 

Facility where it is sorted, pressed into bales and 

made ready for sale. The bales are transferred to a 

manufacturer where they are shredded and mixed 

with water, producing separate paper fi bres.

The pulp is passed through cleaning and 

screening equipment to remove smaller items (such 

as paper clips, staples, plastic and grit) and then 

treated with chemicals and heat to remove ink 

and glue. The cleaned pulp is diluted with water 

and mixed with small amounts of paper-making 

additives. New paper and cardboard products and 

packaging are then produced, using the same 

process required to make paper and cardboard from 

virgin materials.

What can be recycled in 
your kerbside recycling bin:

• newspaper 

• glossy magazines and phone directories 

• junk mail 

• cardboard boxes and general cardboard 

(e.g. toilet rolls)

• offi ce paper and other general paper 

(e.g. envelopes and scrap paper)

• liquid paperboard (e.g. milk and juice cartons  

but not silver-lined cartons).

How to make your 
garden thrive in autumn
Growing great veggies #1

Healthy soil = Healthy plants! Your veggies will only be as good as 

the soil they grow in. Soil should be built up with premium compost, 

coarse river sand for drainage and small doses of slow-release broad 

spectrum organic fertiliser.

Growing great veggies #2

Go seasonal! Good quality nurseries should tell you what is best to grow 

at this time. Try lettuce, spinach, carrots, peas, bok choy and chard.

Great gardens

Turn your sand into soil! Perth’s gutless sands can become truly 

productive if you mix in bentonite clay, zeolite and or spongelite, plus 

organic matter such as compost. Do this and you can slash water use 

by over 50%!

Great gardens make great homes

Use trees to cool and shade your home! Trees are a natural air-

conditioner and will help screen and shade, plus block out those harsh 

easterly winds.

Foreshore reserve improvements
New public toilets for Point Reserve

In November 2011, Council resolved to construct a new Point Reserve public 

toilet building on the lower grassed area, close to the existing picnic facilities, 

and for the new building to include universal accessible facilities.

The Town has subsequently obtained all of the required statutory approvals 

and the construction works commenced at the end of March 2012. It is 

anticipated the new facility, including additional lighting of the area, will be 

completed by June 2012.

Lighting upgrade for Sandy Beach Reserve

A review of the existing Sandy Beach Reserve lighting has been completed 

and in the very near future the existing picnic area lighting will be upgraded to 

provide an improved level of illumination. It is anticipated the upgraded park 

lighting will be completed by June 2012.

Smoke from wood heaters
OWNERS of wood heaters have a responsibility to 

ensure their wood heater operates correctly and to only 

burn dry, seasoned fi rewood.

Wood smoke is a pollutant that can adversely affect 

our health, aggravate respiratory illnesses such as 

asthma and emphysema and also affect people who 

have heart conditions. Elderly people and very young 

children are also at risk.

Department of Environmental Protection research has 

confi rmed that smoke produced by incorrectly operated 

domestic wood heaters is the main cause of the brown 

haze that often appears in our skies during winter. 

On lighting wood heaters, smoke will be produced but 

this should then reduce until no or little smoke is being 

emitted from the chimney.

If you have a wood heater, it is easy to ensure that 

it does not produce excessive smoke by keeping the 

fi re burning brightly, never using green, wet or treated 

fi rewood and keeping woodpiles under cover.
