STATE EXERCISE MANAGEMENT

The Office of Emergency Management has commenced the project of an Emergency
Management Exercise Management framework for the State. The position is funded
through NDRP and the Project Officer is Mark Jeffs. Mark has commenced
consultation with agencies with the view of developing a draft framework. The
framework will dovetail with lessons learnt framework (in development) and SEMC
capability framework. It is envisaged this will be completed within 12 months.

METROPOLITAN WA POLICE FORCE - Proposed district changes
On the 4 December 2017, the Commissioner of Police announced the implementation
of eight (8) Metropolitan Police Districts in place of the four (4) existing Metropolitan
Police Distrlcts, with a 'Go Live' date of the I July 2018. The proposed eight (8)
Metropolitan Police Districts boundaries are aligned, where possible, with local
government boundaries.

A meeting was held on 9 August with DFES Policy and Legislation to progress the
consultation of the proposal. An agenda item has been included on the next round of
metropolitan DEMC meetings in September 2018.
